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Discovering that a friend or family member has been arrested for driving under the influence in 
California can be a stressful experience for everyone involved. Not surprisingly, most people 
don't know what to do or who to call.

Individuals who have been arrested for a California DUI are first taken for initial processing to 
the police station where the arrest occurred. If you are unsure where your loved one was arrested, 
you can check with VINELink, which provides information on offenders in custody. You can 
either use the Internet to search for information regarding the individual's custody status or call 
the local agency.

If you are unable to locate the individual you are looking for on VINELink, then you should 
check with local police agencies. Ask for the watch commander and he or she will be able to 
advise you if the person is in their custody. Be prepared to provide the individual's full name and 
date of birth.

Following a California DUI arrest, some individuals are released on their own recognizance 
(OR) after promising in writing that they will appear in court. Many DUI offenders, however, are 
not released from police custody until they have posted bail. In this case, you can post the bail 
amount yourself, or you can obtain a bail bond from a licensed bail bond agent. For more 
information on bail, please read our previous blog post available here.
