
Green Card Lottery 2012 Dates 

The Green card lottery dates for DV-2012 have been announced by the USA 

government branch that is in charge of immigration and naturalization issues. This 

lottery is the most convenient way of getting a free green card. 

For Green Card lottery 2012 the registration dates will be between 5/OCT-3/NOV 

2010. The dates in 2010 (for the DV-2012) are shorter than in previous years. Most 

people can register to the green card lottery however there are some restrictions, one 

needs to hold a high school equivalent certificate and to be born in one of the 

countries that are eligible to take part in the 2012 green card lottery. 

People from one of the following countries are not allowed to take part in the Green 

Card draw: Brazil, Canada, China (mainland-born), Colombia, Dominican Republic, 

Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Haiti, India, Jamaica, Mexico, Pakistan, 

Philippines, Peru, Poland, South Korea, Vietnam, UK (except Northern Ireland). In 

the past few years, inhabitants of Russia were not able to apply for the green card 

lottery. This year this fact has changed and people of Russian origins have the ability 

to submit an application for a free green card. 

Applicants that will get the green card by winning the Green card lottery will be 

entitled to live work and study in United States of America, not temporarily but on a 

permanent basis.
