As we noted in our last issue, Mississippi is hosting elections this year for statewide, district, legislative, and a host of county offices.
August was quite busy with the primaries held on August 2nd and runoffs held August 23rd. Hattiesburg Mayor Johnny DuPree was
successful in the Democratic Gubernatorial runoff and made history by becoming the first African-American nominee for Governor on
a major party ticket. On November 8th, he will face off against Lieutenant Governor Phil Bryant, who garnered 59% of the vote in a
five-way GOP primary to win the nomination. State Treasurer Tate Reeves won the Republican primary for Lieutenant Governor and
is heavily favored to be elected as the next Lieutenant Governor.
 
As you will see in the pages of this newsletter, there are numerous races for a wide array of offices that will be decided next month. Most 
politicos will be watching the House races closely as many seats could decide the fate of the next Speaker of the House, as current Speaker, 
Billy McCoy, opted for retirement. Republicans will make a strong push to elect one of their own to the top spot while Democrats work to 
hold onto the leadership post they have held since Reconstruction.

All in all, it was an exciting primary season that has paved the way for some hotly contested races leading up to November 8th. As always, 
we work diligently to keep abreast of all things political to ensure our clients are in the best position possible to advance their strategies and 
goals.

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Mississippi Special Session

The Mississippi Legislature convened on Friday, September 2nd, for a one-day special session to vote on incentives
for two economic development projects. The Legislature approved legislation that will provide $175 million in
incentives to Calisolar and HCL Clean Tech.  

Calisolar, a California-based company, produces silicon castings for solar panels and other industrial purposes and
plans to open a plant in Columbus, Mississippi, with a total investment from the company of $600 million. The
state’s assistance includes a $59.5-million secured loan for the building and equipment and $15.75 million in grants
for infrastructure and workforce training.  

HCL Clean Tech plans to locate several facilities in Mississippi: a headquarters in Olive Branch, a research and
development center in Grenada, and three commercial plants in Booneville, Hattiesburg, and Natchez, for a
total investment of $1 billion. HCL Clean Tech converts biomass from wood chips into cellulosic sugars that can
be used for surfactants, cosmetics, industrial lubricants, and other products. The incentive package provides HCL
Clean Tech with a $95-million loan and $5-million grant that can be used for training, infrastructure, or equipment.

In addition to the incentive packages described above, the Legislature also approved a change in the Mississippi
Advantage Jobs Act which is a rebate program originally passed in 2000 and designed to encourage businesses to
create new, quality jobs in the state. The change passed during the Special Session expands the program’s definition
of “qualified business or industry” to include manufacturers that have a minimum of 5,000 existing employees and
provide an average annual salary (excluding benefits) of at least 110 percent of the state or county average wage.
