GENERAL INFORMATION — CHAPTER 13

I, the client, have elected to file a Chapter 13 bankruptcy (debt reorganization). | will re-pay my mortgage
arrears in full (if applicable), any secured debt (other than mortgages) in full, priority debt (such as taxes and
past-due child support) in full, and a portion of my unsecured, dischargeable debt (anywhere from 0% to 100%
with interest) depending on my financial situation and the law.

REGULAR MORTGAGE PAYMENTS (IF APPLICABLE): Depending on the jurisdiction where my
case is filed and my particular circumstances, and where | have a mortgage, my mortgage may be “inside"
or "outside the plan. In Arizona, your mortgage payment will likely be OUTSIDE THE PLAN!

If my mortgage payment is outside the plan, my trustee payment will NOT include monthly mortgage
payments for the months after my case is filed. It is my responsibility to make sure the trustee
receives trustee payments and the mortgage company receives the monthly mortgage payment
starting on the first payment due after my case is filed. The first trustee payment is due thirty (30)
days after the case is filed.

If my mortgage is inside the plan, my trustee payment will include monthly mortgage payments for the
months after my case is filed. In this case, | will likely be placed on wage orders and my trustee payments
will come directly out of my paycheck. It is my responsibility to make sure the trustee receives
payments. The first trustee payment is due thirty (30) days after the case is filed.

If trustee payments are not made on time, my case could be dismissed. If my mortgage payments are not
made on time, the mortgage company will ask the court for permission to foreclose despite the bankruptcy and |
could ultimately lose my house.

HOMEOWNER'S INSURANCE AND REAL ESTATE TAXES: If my homeowner's insurance and real
estate taxes are not escrowed by the mortgage company, | will need to stay current on these alter filing as
well. If I do not have insurance covering my home (or vehicle), the case could be dismissed or the stay could
be lifted.

CAR PAYMENTS: Whether or not my vehicle payment is current on the date of filing, my car will be
inside the plan. In order to keep my car, | need to stay current on the trustee payments and keep the vehicle
insured. If I am not current on my vehicle before filing my case, my car is in danger of being repossessed.
It is my responsibility to keep the car current or in a locked garage until the case is filed to prevent
repossession.

CHILD SUPPORT AND/OR ALIMONY: Past due child support and/or alimony will be included in the
plan and paid in full. I must stay current on all support orders that come due after my case is filed. |
understand that if | do not agree with the amount of my child support order that is not an excuse for not
paying. If 1 do not remain current on my domestic support obligation(s) that come due after filing the
case, the case will not be confirmed, may be dismissed, and/or I may be denied a discharge at the
conclusion of my case.

PLAN TERMS: | understand that my attorneys will file the plan with the most
favorable terms that they can file in good faith. This means that the trustee and my creditors may find reason to
object to my chapter 13 plan. If they do, my attorneys will attempt work it out with them. Objections will
likely result in an adjustment to the amount I pay or, in some cases, to the number of months | pay.

TRUSTEE PAYMENTS: My first Chapter 13 trustee payment is due within thirty (30) days from the date of
filing the case. | understand that the trustee MUST HAVE RECEIVED either (1) a money order or cashier's
check for the amount of my monthly payment payable to "Chapter 13 Trustee"; (2) that much in wage
deductions; or (3) a combination of wage deductions and money orders totaling the amount of my monthly






trustee payment within thirty (30) days of the plan being filed. If this payment is not made, the trustee may
file a motion to dismiss my case.

WAGE ORDERS: If | have wage withholding orders, | am responsible for making the payments until the
wage withholding order is in effect. Furthermore, if wages are not withheld within two paychecks of filing, |
am responsible for contacting my attorneys and my payroll department to help determine why not.
***|mportant*** If | am not current to the penny on my trustee payments by my confirmation hearing,
the court will not confirm my case and | will have a very short period of time to bring payments current.

DEBTS THAT MAY NOT BE DISCHARGED IN MY CHAPTER 13 CASE: Student loans are not
dischargeable through bankruptcy. | understand that I bear full responsibility for making payment
arrangements on my student loans after bankruptcy, since that debt will not be eliminated.

Co-signers, joint applicants and joint card holders are NOT necessarily protected by the bankruptcy. My plan
likely proposes to pay co-signed debts in full. If I fail to make my trustee payments and my case is dismissed
or the stay is lifted, creditors can collect from these people.

If 1 am married and file individually, my attorneys do not represent my spouse and the bankruptcy does not
necessarily protect my spouse. Only my debts will be discharged or paid. If I want to protect a non-filing
spouse, | understand | must pay their bills or file a joint bankruptcy petition (I understand that additional fees
will apply to add my spouse to the bankruptcy before filing).

§ 527. Disclosures
(a) A debt relief agency providing bankruptcy assistance to an assisted person shall provide--
(2) the written notice required under section 342(b)(1) of thistitle; and

(2) to the extent not covered in the written notice described in paragraph (1), and not later than 3
business days after the first date on which a debt relief agency first offers to provide any
bankruptcy assistance services to an assisted person, a clear and conspicuous written notice
advising assisted persons that--

(A) al information that the assisted person is required to provide with a petition and thereafter
during a case under thistitle is required to be complete, accurate, and truthful;

(B) al assetsand al liabilities are required to be completely and accurately disclosed in the
documents filed to commence the case, and the replacement value of each asset as defined in
section 506 of thistitle must be stated in those documents where requested after reasonable
inquiry to establish such value;

(C) current monthly income, the amounts specified in section 707(b)(2), and, in a case under
chapter 13, disposable income (determined in accordance with section 707(b)(2)), are required to
be stated after reasonable inquiry; and

(D) information that an assisted person provides during their case may be audited pursuant to this
title, and that failure to provide such information may result in dismissal of the case under this
title or other sanction including, in some instances, criminal sanctions.

(b) A debt relief agency providing bankruptcy assistance to an assisted person shall provide each
assisted person at the same time as the notices required under subsection (a)(1) with the
following statement, to the extent applicable, or one substantialy similar. The statement shall be
clear and conspicuous and shall be in a single document separate from other documents or
notices provided to the assisted person:

IMPORTANT INFORMATION ABOUT BANKRUPTCY ASSISTANCE SERVICES FROM
AN ATTORNEY OR BANKRUPTCY PETITION PREPARER.

If you decide to seek bankruptcy relief, you can represent yourself, you can hire an attorney to
represent you, or you can get help in some localities from a bankruptcy petition preparer who is
not an attorney. THE LAW REQUIRES AN ATTORNEY OR BANKRUPTCY PETITION
PREPARER TO GIVE YOU A WRITTEN CONTRACT SPECIFYING WHAT THE
ATTORNEY OR BANKRUPTCY PETITION PREPARER WILL DO FOR YOU AND HOW
MUCH IT WILL COST.

Ask to see the contract before you hire anyone.

The following information helps you understand what must be done in aroutine bankruptcy case
to help you evaluate how much service you need. Although bankruptcy can be complex, many
cases are routine.





Before filing a bankruptcy case, either you or your attorney should analyze your digibility for
different forms of debt relief made avail able by the Bankruptcy Code and which form of relief is
most likely to be beneficia for you. Be sure you understand the relief you can obtain and its
limitations. To file a bankruptcy case, documents called a Petition, Schedules and Statement of
Financial Affairs, aswell asin some cases a Statement of Intention need to be prepared correctly
and filed with the bankruptcy court. You will have to pay afiling fee to the bankruptcy court.
Once your case starts, you will have to attend the required first meeting of creditors where you
may be questioned by a court official called a ‘trustee’ and by creditors.

If you choose to file a chapter 7 case, you may be asked by a creditor to reaffirm a debt. Y ou
may want help deciding whether to do so and a creditor is not permitted to coerce you into
reaffirming your debts.

If you choose to file a chapter 13 case in which you repay your creditors what you can afford
over 3to 5 years, you may also want help with preparing your chapter 13 plan and with the
confirmation hearing on your plan which will be before a bankruptcy judge.

If you select another type of relief under the Bankruptcy Code other than chapter 7 or chapter 13,
you will want to find out what needs to be done from someone familiar with that type of relief.

Y our bankruptcy case may also involve litigation. Y ou are generally permitted to represent
yourself in litigation in bankruptcy court, but only attorneys, not bankruptcy petition preparers,
can give you legal advice.

(c) Except to the extent the debt relief agency provides the required information itself after
reasonably diligent inquiry of the assisted person or others so as to obtain such information
reasonably accurately for inclusion on the petition, schedules or statement of financial affairs, a
debt relief agency providing bankruptcy assistance to an assisted person, to the extent permitted
by nonbankruptcy law, shall provide each assisted person at the time required for the notice
required under subsection (a)(1) reasonably sufficient information (which shall be provided in a
clear and conspicuous writing) to the assisted person on how to provide all the information the
assisted person is required to provide under thistitle pursuant to section 521, including--

(1) how to value assets at replacement value, determine current monthly income, the amounts
specified in section 707(b)(2)) and, in achapter 13 case, how to determine disposable incomein
accordance with section 707(b)(2) and related cal culations;

(2) how to complete thelist of creditors, including how to determine what amount is owed and
what address for the creditor should be shown; and

(3) how to determine what property is exempt and how to value exempt property at replacement
value as defined in section 506 of thistitle.

(d) A debt relief agency shall maintain a copy of the notices required under subsection (a) of this
section for 2 years after the date on which the notice is given the assisted person.
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
